Dear participants, dear guests, 
 
It is our pleasure to welcome you to our ADAC Rallye Deutschland, the 10th round out of 15 of the 2008 
World Rally Championship.  
 
The format in 2008 will largely follow the successful edition of last year when we had introduced some 
important and basic changes. The movement of the service park and the media centre back to Trier 
was very much appreciated by all the teams, officials and media representatives. Spectators, too, had 
shorter travel times and were able to see the rally cars and stars more often.

With the central location of the rally in Europe, ADAC, one of the greatest motorist associations 
worldwide, and the organising team are again expecting a huge number of spectators to attend our 
event. So spectator management is a point of vital importance and we will continue in further 
developing our systems. 
The various surveys carried out during our rallies in the last years also establish the high economic 
impact and the significance in tourism for the region, also due to the attendance of a high percentage of 
non-local and foreign visitors. 
 
The World Rally Championship currently undergoes a lot of changes in support of rally attractiveness 
both for teams and spectators, cost reduction and organizational success. The WRC rotation system 
12:12 which will be thus applied from next year unfortunately means that ADAC Rallye Deutschland has 
to pause in 2009 as a World Rally Championship rally, but we will be back in 2010! 
 
 
The ADAC and its partners invite you to attend the starting ceremony which will take place on 14th 
August 2008 at 8 p.m. in front of the magnificent scenery of the Porta Nigra in Trier and also the 
spectacular “Circus Maximus” inside the city centre.

6.1 REGISTRATION

6.2 REGISTRATION PROCEDURE 

Prior to reconnaissance, all crews must complete a recce registration form and collect a 
reconnaissance pass and a recce vehicle identification at the Rally Headquarter Trier (see above). 
The material will be given to the drivers personally or to a representative duly certified in writing at the 
Rally Secretariat. 
The recce control card issued by the organiser must be submitted at each control post along the route 
for registration and be returned at the Rally HQ Trier of at the service park HQ (office truck) until 
Thursday, 14 August 2008, 10 a.m., at the latest. The positions for the fixation of the identification 
numbers will be specified in the Supplementary Regulations.  
 

6.3 SUMMARY OF SPECIFIC REGULATIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR RECCE 
Each driver must not cover each of the 10 different special stage more than two times, but only in 
the same direction as the rally, unless permitted to drive in opposite direction for very short sections 
as per Rally Guide 2. All Road Traffic Laws must be strictly observed and the safety and rights of other 
road users must be respected during reconnaissance. All crews must drive in a manner that does not 
endanger or inconvenience other traffic or people living near the stages. Competitors must bear in 
mind that the special stages are not yet closed to public or residential traffic during recce. Any offence 
will be reported to the Stewards.  
For given reasons, all competitors are reminded of the following traffic laws applicable in 
Germany: 
- Always keep to the right! 
- Safety belts must always be worn! 
- Right has right-of-way! 
- All speed limits signposted or otherwise marked must be STRICTLY respected, both on 

special stages and on road sections. Both organiser and police will carry out speed 
controls! 

The instructions given in the Road-Books only for recce are to be respected, in particular when 
joining or crossing main roads. 
A system for controlling the speed in reconnaissance by means of a GPS may be made compulsory. 
All cars used for reconnaissance must comply with the prescriptions of Article 8.7 of the 2008 FIA 
World Rally Championship Regulations. 
Any competitor wishing to test in Germany must advise the Organisers in advance and specify the 
names of the drivers who will be testing. 
All infringements will be penalised in compliance with the FIA General Rally Prescriptions and the FIA 
World Rally Championship Regulations. 

 
6.4 OTHER POINTS 

- Intervention cars equipped with fire-fighting and recovery material will be on stand-by during recce. 
They can also provide assistance in case of medical problems and give first aid. Their positions 
and mobile phone numbers will be published in Rally Guide 2. 

- A list of recommended, suitable service points during recce will also be published in Rally Guide 2. 
- Fuel stations along the recce route will be marked on the recce maps issued with Rally Guide 2 

and a summary will also be published in Rally Guide 2. 
 
6.5 ORGANISER’S SAFETY CARS 

With reference to Article 16.2 of the 2008 WRC Sporting Regulations, it is reminded that there will be 
one car from the rally organisation for all drivers except P1 and P2 drivers. The information delivered 
will be based on data given in the Road-Book (i.e. box number and SS distance).

Non-priority drivers may either use FIA fuel, following the same conditions and rules as the priority 
drivers, or may use commercially available pump fuel, dispensed only from pumps, at filling stations, 
nominated in the Road Book.

According to article 25.2 of the FIA WRC Regulations, cars of priority drivers must be fitted with FIA 
fuel sample couplings.
